Paul Senatori was with Oracle between 1993-2002, according to his own website. http://crowgroup.typepad.com/ 
so the ppt file Enderle is referring to which was presented at a SCIP meeting is as has been noted here almost 10 years old, made shortly before he left the company. http://internet.ziffdavisenterprise.com/downloads/Oracle-SCIP-Presentation.pdf

In the article in "Conceivably Tech" Enderle questions SCIPs role "looking at the Oracle presentation, it is clear they are on the bleeding edge of practices that SCIP thinks are appropriate." Enderle is no light-weight analyst. His experience in the IT Industry is extensive. See http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Rob_Enderle

The media source "conceivably tech" is no poor source either. So the accusations carry weight, especially in the IT Industry and in the Valley. .

A number of statements by Paul Senatori deserve questioning:
On page 10 it says "Management at competing vendors are former Oracle alumni". This suggests a spy network.
The "Play-up SCIP, code-of-ethics" on page 47 seems to suggest a cynical use of SCIP as cover for unethical practices.
The statement on page 48 "FBI/US Attorney are on the lookout for poster CI efforts
􀁹All it takes is one misrepresentation to land you in Jail", seem to suggest an awareness that Oracle is being watched. 
On p. 51 he seems to suggest recruiting competitors as spies "No budget for 3rdParties?".
P 66 suggests an aggressive policy "Attack or be attacked
􀁹It’s the competitor’s responsibility to disprove your claims" 
On p. 67 he says "Marketing is a dangerous home for CI" (because it can easily be tapped by competitors) On p. 70 he suggests extended CI teams behind safe firewalls.
He then seems to suggest the manipulation of competitors' customers, "Dissatisfied customers willing to go on record with the press and analysts", "Competitive weakness validated by a reputable and respected third-party" (but on p. 76 he says "Warn analysts/staff against using moles in competing vendors (ENORMOUS legal repercussions…not to mention loss of job)"). It seems to say "don't be caught". "Financial analysts negative commentaries on competitors short and/or long term prospects" seem to suggest influencing financial analysts. I guess Paul could answer these questions himself here on the ning. He is a SCIP member and have been used as speaker in that role, last time at the conference in Florida.. 

Another question, why would he disclose his CI strategy on a SCIP Annual Conference? Some of his competitors must have been there. To me and a colleague here at te VSST 2010  Conference it looks like hw is seraching for work, showing what he can do for others.  

I also think it is too quick to label Enderle and "Conceivably Tech" as unserious
